Equator Primary School was faced with a serious problem in the fall of 2009. Their 
sanitation facilities were in the process of being condemned. This meant that unless 
repairs and emptying of their present latrine pits were accomplished by March 2010, 
Equator’s 321 students would have a serious disruption to their education. Connecting 
Countries Adopt-a-School along with its “building partners”: Viscount Montgomery 
Elementary School, Lee Academy, Glen Brae Middle School, FTC Canada and FTC 
Kenya over the course of the winter and spring managed to coordinate efforts and started 
a new building project.
